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For colleges and universities, scholarships are financial aid awards 
designed to help students pay for an undergraduate degree. 
Sometimes a scholarship is a one-time check. Other school 
scholarships are renewable and provide money for students each 
semester or school year. These awards differ from student loans in 
that they don’t have to be repaid. 

Students might receive the money directly as a check in their name. 
In other cases, the money is given to the student’s school. In these 
cases, the student would then pay the school for the difference on 
any money owed for tuition, fees, room and board. If the 
scholarships and other forms of financial aid are enough to cover 
the direct college costs, the excess money is refunded to the 
student. 

An athletic scholarship however is an amount of financial aid 
awarded to a student-athlete from the college athletic department. 
These athletic scholarships are awarded based on the student’s 
athletic abilities and how they can contribute to the team. A coach 
decides who receives scholarships and how much they are 
awarded. Some collegiate teams only offer full ride scholarships, 
known as head count sports and others offer both. A full ride would 
cover the entirety of the costs including tuition, books, room and 
board.

In terms of a timeline, for those athletes that are top-ranked 
recruits, have elite-level film, high-level club experience, freshman 
year is usually when it begins, however, most athletes don’t really 
get into the groove until late in their sophomore year.

We 
recommend to all NextUpRecruitment athletes to begin their 
recruitment before their junior season.

Yes, 
we understand that you want to play Division One, however not 
everyone is a DI level athlete and if we’re being brutally honest, the 
odds are against you, less than 2% of high school athletes (1 in 57) 
go on to play at NCAA Division I schools. Now that’s out of the way, 
we’d like to let you know that this doesn’t mean it isn’t possible. 

There are a couple of ways to figure out how you rank up against 
college competition: researching college rosters and getting a 
second opinion on your level from a third party definitely helps. But 
most important of all, being honest with yourself is the key.
